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Hands-On MLA
Find the following sources in a library or online and bring them to class on the date scheduled in Cruiser. We will learn about MLA documentation in greater depth by putting together a works cited page in class. Use your handbook (or any other source that provides information on 2009 MLA documentation rules) and come prepared to ask questions as we work on organizing information. It is important that you bring the specific sources listed below. All sources should come from a public library,  your personal library, or an online database such as Ebsco that is available from our library web site. You should not choose articles from the Internet except where noted on the list. Check out books and photocopy articles if your resource comes from the library. For articles, be sure you copy all important information, including the cover of the journal (for information on publication and editors). For the internet article and government document, you may have to print out the home page of the site to get all relevant information. To be sure, take your handbook with you to the library and double check that you have all pertinent information for that type of source.

Because you are finding sources with specific documentation requirements, it may be difficult to find some. For works by more than one author and/or editor, look for textbooks in the sciences or anthologies in the humanities to start with. Your sources can cover different topics.

*A magazine is for the average reader and includes publications like People, Time, and Newsweek. A journal targets a professional audience and includes publications like The Journal of the American Medical Association and The Milton Quarterly. You may also use articles from EBSCOhost, as I showed you in class during our research methods discussion. Refer to your “How to Research” handout for steps on using EBSCOhost.
We will finish our lists in class. When done, you will take your handwritten list and type it, formatting your page according to MLA style as described in your handbook. You will add a page that lists the correct parenthetical notation for each of your sources, then submit your typed work in class on the due date listed in Cruiser. You will format your document according to MLA style. Attach your handwritten class work at the back of the typed homework.
NOTE: I will check that each student has his/her sources each day we work on this project. Failure to bring your sources will result in a zero for the assignment. Should you miss class for an excused absence, you must make up the time with me by coming to my office and going through the assignment.
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
