Logos: reason that in ancient Greek philosophy is the controlling principle in the universe 

4.
Rhetoric: the study of writing or speaking as a means of communication or persuasion

5.
Persuasion:  a: the act or process or an instance of persuading b: a persuading argument; c: the ability to persuade 

6.
Argument: a: a reason given in proof or rebuttal   b: a coherent series of statements leading from a premise to a conclusion 

7.
Diction:  choice of words especially with regard to correctness, clearness, or effectiveness

Slang:  an informal nonstandard vocabulary composed typically of coinages, arbitrarily changed words, and extravagant, forced, or facetious figures of speech
